
Basic statistics:

• 3 750 000 Ukrainian refugees have crossed the Polish border 
since the beginning of the war on the 24th of February 2022

• Around 1 300 000 of them decided to stay in Poland



Polish attitudes towards

Based on CBOS surveys conducted between:

February 28 and March 10 (N=1078) 

March 28 and April 7 (N=1030)

May 2 and May 12 (N=1087)
